It has been known since the 1700s that a simple consequence of
gravity is the possible existence of objects whose gravitational field
is so strong even light would not be able to escape from their
surfaces. In the early 1900s, Einstein revolutionized gravitational
theory and produced the modern mathematical description of what
astronomers now call a "black hole," and they have since become an
almost universally accepted part of modern astrophysics.

Dr. Larson is a research associate professor of physics at
Northwestern University and associate director of the Center
for Interdisciplinary Exploration and Research
in Astrophysics (CIERA).
